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heard once for up to three minutes. Those wishing to speak in person are requested to
submit a public comment card to the Human Services Commission Secretary. Public
comment cards are located on a table by the auditorium entrance. In addition to in-person
public comment, the Human Services Commission will hear up to 20 minutes of remote
public comment on each agenda item via the following process:

1. The Human Services Commission Secretary will address Webex (online) attendees
first. To be placed in the public comment queue, use the “raise your hand” feature.
The Human Services Commission Secretary will call on you and unmute you when it
is your turn to provide up to 3 minutes of public comment.

2. The Human Services Commission Secretary will then address phone (call-in)
attendees. Dial “*3" to be added to the public comment queue for this item. When it
is your time to speak, you will hear “Your line has been unmuted.” When the
Commission Secretary states, “Next Caller,” you are encouraged to state your name
clearly. As soon as you speak, your time allotment will begin. After you speak, you will
go back to listening mode. You may stay on the line to provide public comment on
another item.

Because of the 20-minute time limit, it is possible that not every person in the queue will
have an opportunity to provide remote public comment. Remote public comment from
people who have received an accommodation due to disability (as described below) will not
count toward the 20-minute limit.

REMOTE MEETING ATTENDANCE FOR THE PUBLIC - BEST PRACTICES
e Join telephonically or via Webex from a quiet location. Remain muted when not
speaking. Turn off any televisions or radios around you when not muted.

e Speak slowly and clearly.

e Address the Commission as a whole, do not address individual Commissioners.

e Switch to call-in audio: If your internet audio and video experience does not work while
using Webex, you can instead use a cell phone or land line to call into the meeting
using the dial-in number and passcode to join.
