the meeting using the dial-in number and passcode to join.  

o For additional tips to ensure a successful remote meeting experience, contact 
the Commission Secretary in advance of the meeting. 

• The closest accessible BART Station is at 16th and Mission Streets. Accessible MUNI 
Lines are the 14-Mission, 49-Mission/Van Ness, and 9-San Bruno. All the MUNI Metro 
Lines are accessible. Accessible curb-side parking has been designated at points on the 
100 block of Otis Street.
